We seek enthusiastic candidates with excellent interpersonal skills, a genuine passion for youth development, and prior 
experience in a similar role. 
 
Company Overview:  
 
The Centre is committed to empowering young women and girls between the ages of 7-17 years in the Greater Toronto 
Area (GTA) and across Canada. We take a holistic approach to empowerment by providing programs that support the 
mental, physical, and social well-being of young women and girls; and, extend support to women and families in the riding 
of Etobicoke-Lakeshore in the GTA through our community programs and services.

• Contribute to fostering a sense of safety, inclusion and belonging in a diverse camp environment.
